LAPD Report 
Monthly report and lake level were delivered. 
Chief Farley had a recent meeting with reserve officers.  LAPD boat will go in the water shortly. 
Seven gun registrations have been dropped off this month.  The LAPD has also had calls regarding training, and how to be able to carry a weapon.  
Vehicle change over will be happening soon; 1801 will become 1802.
We are increasing our patrols because of increased larceny attempts and empty homes. 
Building and Permits: McKenna Associates

Seawall repair has been completed at the boat launch and canal.  They still have a bit more work to complete on Yeager’s wall.

1. 2455 N. Lake Angelus Rd – Fair – work is continuing
2. 2485 N. Lake Angelus Rd – Farrell – the previous home was hooked up with Waterford sewer.  According to Waterford’s records, Waterford and the Mrsans never had an agreement. Chuck Kennedy is in the process of negotiating with Waterford.

4. 3499 Old Baldwin – McGinnis – property owner is in process of going through the Planning Commission to complete a new home instead of renovating the previous home. 
5. 450 Gallogly – Vella – Existing home and garage will be removed, and a new home will be built.  Working with the property owners.  Mr. & Mrs. McNew at 520 Gallogly are interested in saving the home and moving it onto their property.  They are working on a lot split and moving the home. We are hoping to be a bit flexible on timing so that the lot can be split, and the home can be “stored” until the lot spit can take place.

Monthly Development Report 
May 2020 
 
The following development update is intended to provide a snapshot of the City’s Planning and Building activities 
between April 11, 2020 and May 9, 2020. 
New Building and Zoning Applications
 

 
We have received the plan review and permit application for the construction of the pool at 610 Lake 
Angelus Shores. 

 
We have received the application to review the plumbing work at 2485 N Lake Angelus Road. 
Ongoing Building and Zoning Activity of Note
 
450
 Gallogly – Vella Residence 
We have been working with the engineer, architect, and builder regarding plans for a new residence on this 
property.  We have provided guidance on and interpretations of the ordinance where clarification was necessary.  
The builder intends to submit plans for review by the Planning Commission this month. 
 
 Gray Woods Lane – Gale Residence 
681
Plans for the replacement of the timber retaining wall by the water were approved this month by the Building 
Official.  We understand this work was to commence late in the week of May 4. 
 
2370
 Lake Angelus Lane – Hemphill Property 
We were alerted to exterior work at this property, and subsequently confirmed the scope of work is permitted 
replacement of an existing retaining wall.  Silt fence was installed around the open soil areas per our request, and 
the failing timber walls are being replaced with a boulder wall. 
 
2485
 N Lake Angelus Road – Farrell Residence 
Along with Mr. Kennedy, we are working with Waterford Township to resolve a sewer connection issue at this 
property.  It seems the previous home, which was connected to Waterford Township for sewer service, never had 
an intergovernmental agreement to allow the service.  Since there are no records of a service agreement, we 
cannot inspect the sewer connection from the house to the existing line without Waterford’s consent.  During this 
process, we also have come to understand the Township does not recognize the agreement language that was 
signed by the City for 2480 Private Drive, which was to be the model for this property’s agreement. 
 
3499
 Old Baldwin – McGinnis Residence 
Planning Commission reviewed the plans for a new home on the property at their April 28
th
 meeting. Direction 
was given regarding the structure and site plans and we have been working with the engineer and architect in 
preparation for subsequent review. 

 
Administrative Approvals- 
We have not made administrative approvals this month, outside of the above-noted retaining wall replacement at 2370 Lake Angelus Lane. 
Building Reviews, Permits, and Inspections 
No inspections were requested this month.  Due to Coronavirus-related stay-at-home orders, progress on residential construction slowed significantly in April. 
General Activity and Open Planning Items 
1. Planning Commission has small teams of members working with McKenna on amendments to the zoning ordinance on the following topics: tree preservation, lakefront setbacks, and restoring natural slopes with demolition.  Once written, the amendments will be considered by Planning Commission prior to discussion by City Council. 
2. Consideration for an ordinance to clarify construction sequencing regulations will be undertaken by the Planning Commission at a future meeting. 
 
We anticipate new site plan review submissions for the following addresses in the coming months: 
• 	Unaddressed parcel on N Lake Angelus Road (13-01-426-022) – New home on the vacant parcel that was part of the Howlett property. 
 
The following items require additional follow-up or may be discussed for future consideration: 
a. Review of Tree Preservation standards – ongoing 
b. Lake-side setback standards 
c. Restoration of slope with home demolition – new item request from the PC to address d. Fee schedule update 
e. Noise nuisances 
f. Nonconforming Structure Ordinance – PC request to review this section of the ordinance 
g. Chapter 1220 – outdated Michigan Planning and Zoning act references.  Will be addressed concurrently with other amendments because they do not require significant discussion. h. Short-term rental regulations 
i. Environmental quality considerations – potential amendments to consider ensuring water quality is maintained at a high level 
j. City Basemap update – ongoing 
k. Review zoning on municipal properties. 
l. Ordinance reorganization – ongoing work concurrent with other amendments.
